The owner identifies the block of land 

he/she would like to buy. At Integrity 

New Homes we offer to provide a 

free written site inspection report 

after inspecting the block you have 

bought or are intending to buy. This 

process is really important in order 

to determine the best home design 

that will fit and “work” on the site. It 

also allows any issues about the block 

to be considered and addresses (ie 

slope, access). There are often costs 

that only become apparent once the 

builder has inspected the site (i.e. 

trees that need to be removed or 

proximity to neighbouring dwellings 

or issues with access to services).

The owner buys the land and gets 

Integrity New Homes to provide 

a Preliminary Estimate to build a 

specific home on the block (this 

estimated price may or may not 

include items such as landscaping, 

driveway, clothesline, letterbox, floor 

coverings and television antennae). 

The owner completes the Home 

Design Order Form and pays a 

Preliminary Services Fee to Integrity

While every persons’ new 
home building experience 
will vary there are pretty-
much eight steps that will be 
the same whether building 
in Geraldton in Western 
Australia or Queensland’s 
Airlie Beach. How long this 
takes will be a combination 
of the responsiveness of 
the buyer and the builder as 
well as the speed with which 
the developer provides 
covenant approval and 
how quickly the building 
certifier/Council provides 
a development approval.

The Integrity New Homes process 

will vary slightly throughout 

the country, as regulations are 

different in many of the states 

and territories (for example in 

New South Wales the legislation 

allows for a maximum deposit of 

10% while in Western Australia 

the maximum deposit is 6.5% 

and in Queensland it is only 5%).

report, contour survey and a set 

of preliminary drawings. Once the 

owner has paid the full fee for the 

soil test and contour survey, they 

remain the owner’s property. It is 

important the design is orientated 

to ensure energy efficiency and to 

maximise natural breezes and views.

Integrity New homes finalises a home 

design (it may be a custom design or 

one of the company’s many project 

homes) and a final price determined 

after the soil test and contour survey 

are received. This price will then 

form the basis of the contract.

Contracts are prepared and the 

process at this point varies slightly 

from place-to-place. For example, 

in New South Wales a Preliminary 

Agreement will also be created and 

signed and a Preliminary Agreement 

fee of 5% is finalised with a further 5% 

payable upon Development Approval 

issued. But, in Queensland, the 5% 

is payable upon contract signing, 

however, speak your local Integrity 

New Homes representative for the 

procedure that applies in your area. 

It is then over to the owner, where 

applicable to obtain covenant approval 

(if required by the developer). 

However, in many instances, no 

covenant approval is required. Once 

the covenant approval is provided 

(where applicable), it is then time for 

the development/building approval 

application to be created, submitted 

and then provided. Work then 

begins on getting all the purchase 

orders for suppliers and trade 

contractors finalised and scheduled.

Commencement on site will begin 

in accordance with the individual 

contracts (which vary throughout 

Australia) once final written finance 

approval has been obtained by the 

Owner along with a couple of other 

conditions (ie proof of land title, 

land registration, site possession, 

and subject to weather).

Finally construction commences and 

is then, completed with handover and 

any maintenance items addressed. 
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Things To Look For When 
Buying A Block Of Land
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One of the great truisms holds that you can’t build a 

home without first having a block of land.

Sounds simple, but as with most things, there is more to buying land 

than meets the eye. This means there are several questions that need to 

be asked with the answers potentially impacting on the cost of building 

a new home and the timeframe for construction commencement.
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Is there a bushfire rating?
Compliance with bushfire ratings (aka BAL) 

can add tens of thousands of dollars to the 

cost of a home and may include items such 

as: on-site firefighting equipment with 

dedicated water tank; ember management 

barriers; special timber species for posts; 

or steel externally in lieu of timber.

Is the land registered?
Unregistered land can’t be built on. If 

the land is not registered how long will 

it be before it is registered? Is there a 

sunset clause in your land contract? 

Will the land be the same price from 

the developer when it is developed?

Are all or only some of the 
services available?
Some blocks may not actually have some 

or any of the following services available: 

power, gas, water, sewer or phone. If any or 

all of these services are not available there 

will be additional costs to the landowner. 

What type of soil is underfoot?
Has a geotechnical report (aka soil report) 

been carried out? Certain types of soil 

require, in simple terms, a thicker slab 

which means more concrete and steel 

reinforcing. If the block has been filled 

with dirt from elsewhere and not 

compacted then piering will be required 

which will add extra cost. Please see 

pages 170 and 171 of this issue of the 

Design Magazine for an overview of 

the main geotechnical classifications.

Does the block have 
good site access?
Is there space on the block to easily 

store building materials? Will building 

materials have to be delivered to site 

via a large crane or franna? Blocks with 

difficult access or tight boundaries cost 

more to build on due to logistical issues.

Is the land flood prone?
If so, there will be local authority 

controls over what can be built 

and how. For example, the home 

may have to be two stories with no 

habitable areas to the lower floor.

Are there Council regulations 
and or covenants which control 
what sort of home may be built?
A covenant may stipulate certain 

building materials must be used 

(i.e. a Colorbond roof or a minimum 

number of external materials with 

no single material having too great of 

a percentage of the overall face).

Are there noise attenuation 
regulations that must be met?
Homes built near main roads 

may require thickened windows 

and or insulation to be used.

Is the block close to the coast?
Land that is near or in a marine 

environment and or areas of high 

wind exposure will require specific 

construction items to be used 

such as additional bracing and or 

galvanised/stainless steel nails 

and fixings – all of which equate 

to additional building cost.

How level is the block?
In simple terms, flat blocks are 

cheaper to build and the steeper the 

block the greater the cost. In order 

to determine the exact “fall” on a 

block (ie to determine how flat it is) a 

contour survey is required. However, 

there a wide range of surveys which 

may be required in addition to a 

contour survey. Please see pages 

168 and 169 of this issue of the 

Design Magazine for an overview of 

the main survey types and terms.
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Surveys 
Explained

It is crucial that a contour survey 
is made of the block of land. 

Some of the common building 

survey terms are:
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A.H.D. or Australian Height Datum
A consistent measure is taken 

from the mean sea level.  

Benchmark
A permanent reference point on a block 

of land used when a survey is carried out.

Boundary Survey/Peg Out
The exact boundaries of the block are 

identified as sometimes fences (and or 

existing structures), may be built over 

correct boundary lines on your newly 

purchased block of land This type of 

survey/peg out is often accompanied 

by the below Contour Survey.

Contour Survey
Measures and records the slope 

or flatness of the land.

Identification Survey
This survey identifies the exact 

location of existing buildings, trees 

and features and usually shows the 

distance to the property boundaries.

Peg Out Survey
Positions are marked on site to locate 

where a new dwelling will be built.

N.G.L. or Natural Ground Level
A measure to determine the level of 

land as it existed when the first survey 

showing the lot was registered or if that 

level is not known, a reasonable estimate 

of that level (source: Queensland 

Development Code). Some jurisdictions 

(such as the Australian Capital Territory) 

used the term Datum Ground Level.

R.L. or Reduced Level Height
A datum point is adopted and then used as 

the vertical distance from a survey point. 
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A geotechnical engineer will 
usually drill two to three 
boreholes on the land in 
the area where the slab or 
foundations will be located.

These bore samples are then sent 

to a lab for analysis and a report 

will be written which will include 

a classification reference using 

the following Class system: 

Geotechnical 
Classifications & 
The Engineer’s Role
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A  C L A S S

Sand/rock with little or no 

ground movement.

S  C L A S S

Slightly reactive clay.

M  C L A S S

Moderately reactive clay.

H 1  C L A S S

Highly reactive clay.

H 2  C L A S S

Highly reactive clay.

E  C L A S S

Extremely reactive clay.

P  C L A S S

Problem site with uncontrolled fill, 

trees, collapsing soils and/or land-slip.

A structural engineer considers 

the information contained in the 

geotechnical report (including the soil 

classification) and then designs the 

most appropriate slab/foundations/

footings for the dwelling to be built. 

Qualified and insured engineers 

should then carry out inspections 

prior to pouring of concrete 

for piers and foundations.

It is important to note that 
even though boreholes have 
been drilled and soil samples 
were taken, unforeseen 
circumstances, such as hitting 
rock or finding asbestos buried 
in the block, may become 
apparent once work starts on 
site and digging commences.
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In many cases, the building contract 

will state that commencement will 

take place within twenty (20) working 

days from the date that the:

The owner gives the evidence 

of his/her title to the land 

where the building works 

will be carried out; and

The owner gives the builder 

possession of the site where 

the home will be built; and

The builder receives all 

permissions, consents and 

approvals required from 

the Local Authority; and

The owner gives the builder 

evidence of the owner’s capacity 

to pay the building contract 

price to the builder’s absolute 

satisfaction including but not 

limited to the establishment 

of a security account; and

One of the more misunderstood 
terms amongst new home 
buyers is “commencement”.

As a rule of thumb, commencement is 

defined as the time when the Builder 

commences physical construction 

work on the site. It is not the time from 

when a building contract is signed.

Building Contract

Commencement

The owner gives the builder a 

written notice from a lending 

body (where the owner 

is borrowing funds) that 

construction of the building 

works may commence; and

The owner, must to the builder’s 

absolute satisfaction: complete 

all colour selection paperwork 

in full, including signing any and 

all variations in accordance with 

the timeframes stated on any 

particular variation; and sign, 

date and return construction 

plans within five (5) working 

days of receipt; and sign, date 

and return any and all kitchen 

and electrical plans within five 

(5) working days of receipt. 
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It is a standard requirement 
of building contracts around 
Australia that before 
commencement of physical 
building work can occur the 
owner must provide “possession” 
of the site to the builder.

Building Contract 
Terms Explained

Possession
•	 The owner may only enter the 

site when approved to do so by 

the builder and after a site safety 

induction has been carried out;

•	 Building sites by their very 

nature contain hazards hence 

why access must be controlled; 

•	 Owners who enter the site 

without authority are in breach 

of the terms of the contract and 

may also breach the terms of the 

builder’s public liability insurance;

•	 Under no circumstances is the 

owner to give any directions to 

trade contractors working in the 

site. The trade contractors are 

independent companies completing 

contracts for the builder and do 

not have a contractual relationship 

with the owner whatsoever; and

•	 The owner must only 

communicate with the builder. 

As a result of having possession 

there are several important factors 

that all owners need to be aware of:

In simple terms, possession 

means the builder has total 

control of the building site.

Prime Cost and 
Provisional Sums  

P R I M E  C O S T  O R  P C  I T E M S 

These are fixtures and fittings that 

either have not been selected 

or can’t be costed exactly at the 

time a contract has been entered 

into and therefore the builder 

has made an allowance under the 

contract. PC items do not include 

the labour for installation and do 

not include an amount for the 

builder’s margin. Tapware and basins 

are good examples of PC items.

 

Most new home building contracts 

include Prime Cost and Provisional Sum 

Allowances – so what do they mean? 

P ROV I S I O N A L  S U M  O R 

P S  A L LO WA N C E S

Some contracts will include PS allowances 

which are items of work (including labour 

and materials) which can’t be costed 

exactly at the time a contract is entered 

into and so an allowance is made in 

the contract.  Earthworks are a good 

example of this on some sites where rock 

is identified in the geotechnical report 

but it is not clear, until digging actually 

commences on site, as to the extent of 

boulders that may exist under the ground.
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H O W  I T  W O R K S

If the actual price of a PC or PS item is 

less than the allowance in the contract 

then the difference is deducted from 

the contract price (ie the contract price 

goes down). If the actual cost is more 

than the PC or PS item then the contract 

price will increase. Payment is usually 

made at the next progress payment or 

may be adjusted at the time of practical 

completion. Naturally, of the actual price 

is the same as the PC or PS item then 

the contract price remains the same.

N OT E  O F  WA R N I N G

New home buyers should always be 

wary of building contracts that have a 

large number of PC items. It is a common 

trick used by some builders to appear 

to be offering great value for money 

by loading a building contract with a 

long list of PC items. The allowances 

are usually low because the fixtures 

and fittings they have allowed for are 

the cheapest products available and 

often there is no option in the range to 

select an alternative product for the

Note: The comments stated above are indicative 

and not intended as legal advice.

same cost. So, the client selects a more 

appealing and attractive item. The catch 

is this more appealing and attractive 

item costs more, sometimes a great 

deal more, so a variation is raised and 

the overall contract price increases. 

This approach can mean that clients 

end up paying tens of thousands of 

dollars more to essentially upgrade 

the fixtures and fittings in their home 

to a standard they are actually happy 

with. Suddenly the value for money 

that seemed to apply evaporates.

So remember not all inclusions offered 

by builders are the same. The reason 

some builders are more expensive 

at first glance is often that they are 

actually offering more and being 

upfront rather than trying to offer 

a low price but including less and 

providing cheap fixtures and fittings.

Variation 

A variation must be in writing and signed by the builder and the owner/s. There 

are pretty-much four sets of circumstances when a variation may be raised:

When requested by the owner/s; 

When requested by the builder;

A change required by the local 

authority or other statutory 

authority to ensure the building 

works comply with the law; and

 

Due to unforeseen 

circumstances, such as hitting 

rock or finding asbestos on a site.

There is usually a time limit 

(i.e. five working days) for an 

owner to sign and return an 

owner requested variation 

before it is deemed to be 

withdrawn and is thus not 

incorporated into the contract.

Unless agreed otherwise agreed, 

a variation is due and payable at 

the next progress payment stage.

Variations usually include 

an extension of time to the 

building period and may 

Once a residential new home building contract 
has been signed by all the parties, then 
changes can only occur by way of variation.

include supplier restocking charges 

as well as an administration fee to 

cover time costs including cancelling 

existing orders, obtaining a quote 

for the replacement works/goods 

and then issuing new orders.

It is common practice among some 

builders to use a large number of Prime 

Cost (PC) items (this covers things such 

as door furniture, tapware, appliances) 

which are cheap. This is done in order 

to create a lower building contract 

price. When presented with these PC 

items many owners decide to change 

them.  When this happens, a variation 

must be created and these replacement 

goods are nearly always more expensive 

than the PC allowance in the contract. 

As a general rule, you should be wary 

of sales estimates and contracts 

with a large number of PC items.
